NEMT President Linda Allard is featured speaker at AHDI Convention
WOOLWICH, MAINE:  NEMT President Linda Allard will be one of the featured presenters this weekend at the Association for Healthcare Documentation Integrity's Annual Convention and Expo in Phoenix, AZ.

Allard is a nationally-known presenter who has spoken previously for conventions and webinars. 

During AHDI's national conference in Phoenix, she will speak twice. On Friday, Aug. 19, she will present “The Ins and Outs of Applying for a Work-from-home Job.” On Sunday, Aug. 21, she will join SpeedType CEO Betsy Ertel in advising other transcription companies on how to start a student externship program.

“I've been part of the medical transcription industry for almost 25 years,” Allard said. “I feel strongly that you have to give back to your industry and a big part of that is helping to educate your colleagues. If we all devote some time each year to sharing our experiences and areas of expertise with each other, we'll help to improve our industry as a whole.”

Allard's first presentation at ACE is a seminar she has been asked to give several times already this year. Also known as “Professionalism in PJs,” the presentation offers professionalism tips to job-seekers who work from home.

“I think people who work from home don't always realize that recruiters and HR managers still expect a certain level of professionalism from applicants,” Allard said. “Resumes and cover letters, a polished phone manner and even a professional-sounding email address – these are things that are second-nature to most office workers but are often overlooked by job-seekers who are used to working from home. This presentation helps give them insight into what recruiters are looking for.”

Allard most recently gave that presentation as a webinar for the Northeast/Mid-Atlantic Region branch of AHDI and was also asked to speak on the subject at the AHDI state convention in Florida earlier this year.

“One of the reasons Linda Allard is such a valuable asset is because of her national presence,” said Linda Sullivan, CEO of NEMT. “Her expertise really establishes her as a thought leader for the industry as a whole.”

Allard's second presentation in Phoenix will be an overview of NEMT's externship program, which was developed by Allard, Paula Goode of Sheridan Technical Center in Florida, and SpeedType CEO Betsy Ertel.

NEMT's externship program is a new way of helping students transition to professionals. Allard, who created and implemented the project at NEMT, will discuss the company's model at the convention so other transcription firms and schools can participate as well.

“This program is an innovative way of turning students into work-ready professionals,” said Ertel. “Linda Allard has been instrumental in creating the program and we're grateful for her willingness to do all of the groundwork and then offer the business model to other companies; that's the kind of collaboration that will help to keep the industry growing.”

“This is just what we do as professionals,” said Allard. “The industry has supported us all and we have to give back, not only by growing the industry, but also by giving the next generation of transcriptionists the information and tools they need to be successful.”
